GUARD YOUR HEART

Genesis 9

Introduction

In Genesis 6:18 God initiates his covenant with Noah. In this story we learn more about
that covenant and its implications for Noah and his family. We also learn that sin was not
completely destroyed by the flood. Something even more significant than the flood would
be needed to put a complete end to sin.

b) Is it all right to get drunk? (See Eph. 5:18)



¢) Why was sin not completely destroyed by the flood?

d) What does that teach us about our own hearts even after we experience God’s
forgiveness?

6.a) Do children generally copy the failings of their parents?

b) Does this fact help us understand why Noah cursed Canaan? (See Lev. 18:3)



c) If we are children of ungodly parents how can we escape from the bad influences
we grew up under? (See 1Tim. 4:7)

7.a) In what way is the flood an illustration of our salvation?

b) Has God made a covenant with his disciples today?
