STUDY TEN

DO NOT BE ANXIOUS
Genesis 11:27-12:20

Introduction

The first verse in this passage tells us that “this is the account of
Terah”, Abram’s father. Yet very little is told of Terah himself.
The important thing about the “account of Terah” is Abram’s life.
We are not told that Abram was an exceptional kind of person for
his time. He was no political hero or warrior but seems to have
been an ordinary citizen of one of the cities of Mesopotamia. It
seems that the author wants us to understand that Abram did
nothing to deserve God’s favour. It was entirely God’s choice. It is
just the same with our salvation.
