Introduction

In this story we see more clearly the difference of character there is
between Lot and his uncle Abram. At this time in this part of West
Asia city states were ruled over by powerful kings who would
often join together to fight other kings and extend their territory.
Often one king would become dominant and force the others to
pay taxes to him. Such was Kedorlaomer. When a less powerful
king wanted to come out from under the dominant king’s rule they
would rebel and war would often result. Lot’s family get caught up
in such an event.
