d) What leads people to lie?

e) When we are ashamed how should we respond to God and to
our neighbours?

b) Why has he chosen us? (See Eph. 1:4 & 2Th. 2:13)

6. What can we learn about prayer from Abraham’s example?

7. What can we learn about God from this chapter?
